Arrangements for Years 7,8,9,and 12

| am sorry to inform you that CGA will be closed to students in Years 7,8,9 and 12 on the 15 and
16 March. We are asking you not to send students in these year groups into school on this day.

We have not taken this decision lightly. We remain committed to providing a safe and secure
environment for our students, and feel that we would be unable to provide this with the staff we
have available. I'm sorry that you will have to make alternative arrangements for your child, and
that they will experience disruption to their education.

Given the number of teaching staff likely to be involved in strike action, we are also unable to
provide remote learning for students. Students in years 7, 8 and 9 can continue to complete
activities on the presentation that will be provided to them on Satchel:One. Most students in year
10 and Year 12 will need to complete revision, homework and independent study.

e are living in temporary accommodation

e are young carers
